Revised Parade Arrangements

Due to legislative changes by Hampshire CC regarding Parades on the Public Highway it has been necessary for us to make a few minor adjustments to our Parade plans.

It is now a mandatory requirement that we place appropriate and approved road signs at each of the road junctions along our route. The necessary signs have been kindly loaned to us for the evening by Amey Group. They will be left for our use at a central point adjacent to The Point in Leigh Road.

Each Group should collect the appropriate signs and take them to their appointed location. Signs must be in place not later than 6:25pm.

Following the Parade the signs should be returned to The Point for Amey to collect.

The return parade route has also been shortened at the request of the Council in order to keep us clear of the Romsey Road junction. In complying with this request it has been necessary to re-assign the areas that each group will have responsibility for. Please refer to the revised map. At some junctions it is appropriate to double up the group resource due to the nature of the junction.

Just to clarify your position…….

1st Eastleigh should be at Wells Place Hanns Way junction and will be responsible for the ‘Road Closed’ sign at the junction.

4th & 8th Eastleigh will share the Blenheim Rd Desborough Rd junction and will be responsible for the  ‘Road Closed’ sign at the junction and ‘Road Ahead Closed’ sign in Blenheim Rd.

7th & 12th Eastleigh will share the Factory Rd Desborough Rd. junction and will be responsible for the   ‘Road Closed’ sign at the junction and ‘Road Ahead Closed’ sign at Cranbury Rd Factory Rd junction.

13th Eastleigh should be at Hanns Way Desborough Rd junction and will be responsible for the ‘Road Closed’ sign at the junction.

14th Eastleigh should be at the Leigh Rd, Desborough Rd junction and will be responsible for the   ‘Road Closed’ sign at the junction and ‘Road Ahead Closed’ sign at Leigh Rd Cranbury Rd.  junction.
